Competition Pool — eight lanes, 7-ft lanes, 25 Yard pool. Depth: The starting block
end is 9 feet, the turn end is 3.5 feet. Facility ensures that measurements of the pool
are accurate.

The Parent Spectator
Area will be in the colored bleachers, the metal bleachers are for swimmers only. The
school facility located north of the aquatic center will be available for swimmers and
spectators during the event.

Coaches meeting will be held 15 minutes prior to start of each session.

Any swimmer entered in the meet must be certified by a USA Swimming member
coach as being proficient in performing racing starts or must start each race from
within the water. When unaccompanied by a member-coach, it is the responsibility of
the swimmer or the swimmer’s legal guardian to ensure compliance with this
requirement.
